Fr. Charles writes...

...in today’s Gospel, we hear that a disciple “brings out from his storeroom
things both new and old.”

These wise and moderate words are a guide for us today in a time of change. They
remind us that the Church is called to read and respond to ‘the signs of the times’,
whilst remaining faithful to her continuing traditions. We neither jettison the past, nor
ignore the present and future.

This newsletter that you are now reading is both new and old. The format is new, the
complete sharing of information from all the churches is new, but the information is
still the familiar parish fare of mass times, events, prayer lists and so on.

On one level a newsletter is, quite literally, a seven-day wonder! On another level it is
powerfully symbolic of a community’s identity. The change from ‘three parishes
working together’ to ‘one parish comprised of three distinct churches’ is still moving
forward, and this one newsletter marks another significant step on our journey.

Today’s Gospel then, gives us a guiding principle for becoming one parish. Our
parish will be new, in response to the needs of the times. But it will retain, share and
develop the best of the old, continuing the particular gifts and distinctiveness of its
churches, mass communities, schools, hospital, nursing homes and ministries.

Our agenda is salvation. Our parishes and structures and liturgies are means to that
end, not ends in themselves. We ‘buy the field” not because we want the field, but
because of the treasure of the Kingdom that is buried within the field!
